New ClassDojo Reward System 

We are excited to introduce a new reward system across the school using ClassDojo. This will 

allow us to celebrate positive behaviours and reinforce our three core values of Being Safe, Being 

Ready and Being Respectful. 

Each child now has a Dojo profile and points will be awarded whenever they demonstrate these 

values both in and out of the classroom. Parents will be notified instantly when their child receives 

a point, giving you the chance to celebrate successes at home as well as in school. 

The system also makes it easier for us to track points ready for our weekly celebration assembly 

where children’s efforts and achievements will be recognised. We hope this new approach will 

strengthen the link between home and school while giving children clear, motivating feedback for 

their positive choices.
