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Dear Year 4 Parents and Carers, 

 

We are very excited to share details of this year’s residential visit for our Year 4 children. Following 

the success of previous residentials, this year we will be staying at Kilve Court, located at the foot of 

the Quantock Hills, near the coastal beauty spot of Kilve Beach. 

 

At present, we are unable to confirm the specific activities the children will take part in. However, 

Kilve Court offers a wide range of activities (including hill-walking, bushcraft and swimming) which 

support children’s social, physical and emotional development, encourage teamwork and problem-

solving skills, and most importantly are great fun! 

 

The visit will take place from 11th May to 13th May 2026 (3 days and 2 nights). Children will stay in 

chalets for two nights, with boys and girls in separate chalets, and will be accompanied by school 

staff throughout the visit. Please note that, due to accommodation, timetabling and travel distance, 

day visits will not be possible. 

 

The total cost of the visit is £240 per child, which includes accommodation, transport, a full 

programme of instructor-led activities, breakfast, evening meals and lunch. Children will need to 

bring a packed lunch on day one. 

 

We kindly request a £65 deposit by Monday 2nd February 2026, followed by the below instalments:  

- Instalment 1 on Monday 2nd March – £65 

- Instalment 2 on Monday 6th April – £55 

- Instalment 3 on Monday 4th May – £55 

 

If your child is in receipt of Pupil Premium funding, the cost of the trip will be subsidised, and this will 

already be reflected in your MCAS account. 

 

A kit list and medical information forms will be sent out nearer the time, and there will also be an 

information evening to share further details about the visit.
